Dr. Brenda G. Hatfield was appointed CAO by Mayor C. Ray Nagin in 2005.  She manages 
all charter departments and the city budget as well as the Office of Emergency Preparedness, 
Information Technology, capital projects, hospitalization and a variety of programs and 
services within city government.  Hatfield previously served the administration as Director 
of Intergovernmental Relations.    
 
Prior to joining the city, Dr. Hatfield served as Director of Governmental Affairs and Local 
programming for Cox Communications and managed the award-winning Cox 10 
productions and programming department. Over 18 years she worked in the New Orleans 
Public School System as Director of Instructional Media, Technology and Communications.
